This was my 1st (though not
my last) prop knitting. | also got to help the Choreographer with Irish step dancing routines for the
production, it was so fun, they even credited me in the program! | wrote up this pattern for the
actresses who played the Glove knitting sisters & as a shop freebie for my LYS.
