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For this project you will need about 93 yards of any heavy worsted weight yarn (ie: 1 ball 
of Noro Silk Garden, or 1 ball of 127 print- both good choices), dp ndls in #8 and a 16” 
circular #8. You will also need 6 markers (1 should be a different color than the rest) and 
a yarn darning needle.  
 
     Hat is written for child size with adult sizes small, md. Lg& X-lg following in 
parenthesis, at 4.5 sts per “ on  #8’s (or size needed to obtain gauge). 
 
    To begin border strip, co 11(12,13,14,15) sts on 1 dp needle (use long-tail co for this, 
and leave an extra 20” or so for joining)- then, using a 2nd dp ndl, wk 
120(132,144,156,168) rows in garter st (k every row).  
      Join completed garter strip together to form a ring, and with right side facing, Pick up 
(but don’t knit) under all the purl bumps around the edge of this ring (doesn’t matter which 
edge) with your 16” ndl. You should have 60(66,72,78,84)sts on your ndl. Place your 
different colored marker at your join (This will signal the beginning of each new rnd) and K 
2(3,4,5,5) rnds even into your picked up sts. Now begin hat top shaping:  
 
1st dec rnd: 
 *k 8(9,10,11,12)k2tog-pl mkr*. Rep from *to* to 1st(different colored) mkr. 6 sts decreased. 
Now k 2(2,3,3,3) rnds even over remaining 54(60,66,72,78)sts, then k next dec rnd: 
2nd dec rnd: 
 *k 7(8,9)k2tog-sl mkr*. Rep from *to* to 1st mkr. 6 sts decreased again. 
Now k 2rnds even (all sizes) over remaining 48(54,60,66,72) sts., then k next dec rnd: 
3rd  dec rnd : (note- you will soon need to switch back to dpn’s as ring gets smaller) 

 *k 6(7,8,9,10)k2tog-sl mkr*. Rep from *to* to 1st mkr. Another 6 sts decreased. 
Now k even over remaining 42(48,54,60,66) sts for only 1 rnd (all sizes) then: 
4th dec rnd: 
 *k 5(6,7,8,9)k2tog-sl mkr *. Rep from *to* to 1st mkr. 6 sts dec, right? 

By now you have noticed that the st amounts decrease by 1 st between k2tog on every 
dec rnd- continue working in this manner, alternating 1 rnd even with 1 rnd k2tog (for all 
sizes)before each mkr until only 6 sts remain (for all sizes), break off ball leaving a 12” tail 
to thread through yarn darning ndl, draw this through sts (slipping off all mkrs), weave in 
tail securely to inside of hat with darning ndl then finish bottom of hat as follows… 
      Turn hat upside down and with right side facing you, Pick up 60(66,72,78,84) sts 
around lower edge as for upper edge, k 10 rnds even and bind off very loosely for a nice 
rolled edge. Pull Yarn tail through last st, weave in securely with darning ndl & Wash & 
block hat as you would a wool sweater, but dry it over an over-turned head shaped basket 
or bowl for a nice finish. 
   An Optional liner can be installed by whip-stitching a 4”x 21” ring of purchased fleece 
fabric to the inside, if desired. Enjoy your new hat!��
